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Sovereignties Course Enhancement Grant for 2023-2024

The Sovereignties Course Enhancement Grants are designed to support courses that are related to the Kaplan Institute’s 2023-2024 Humanities Dialogue, a year-long conversation about sovereignties—bodily, artistic, intellectual, geopolitical. 

What can the grants cover?

· Trips to museums, theaters, performances, special lectures, readings, or exhibitions (within Northwestern guidelines). Course enhancement grants are designed to make it possible to require such trips for your class by making them inexpensive and/or easily accessible. 

· Field studies for observation and data collection.

· Honoraria for guest lecturers.


Awards

· Grants are typically between $300-$600, but Kaplan will accept proposals for up to $1,000 per course. 
· Awards will be transferred to faculty discretionary accounts; Kaplan is not able to administer these course enhancement funds for awardees.


The following restrictions apply to all Course Enhancement Grants:

· Grants are made only for particular offerings of courses; they are not permanent commitments.
· A grant must benefit an entire class, not an individual student or subset of students.
· The supported activity must be required of all students and must take place during the regular academic quarter.
· Grants may not be used for entertainment or social events.

	

Sovereignties
A year-long conversation that mobilizes humanities research to question, understand, and reimagine sovereignties—bodily, artistic, intellectual, geopolitical—and their global histories, contemporary challenges, and possible futures.  
  
This Dialogue series seeks to examine Sovereignties in their many dimensions. Restrictions on bodily autonomy—from borders to identity to reproductive rights—are pressing in familiar and unfamiliar ways. Collectives and individuals are practicing sovereignty beyond state formations—in gardens, on floating cities, in activist solidarities—even as humans face the consequences of pollution that seeps into our bodies and foods. The Kaplan Humanities Institute Sovereignties Dialogue will contend with these contradictions, the histories that re-emerge in the present, and the forms of belonging forged against, within, and beyond the state.
